Arrests & Detention

Since the beginning of the occupation in 1967, over 650,000 Palestinians have been detained by Israel accounting for 40% of the total male population.

· Since Sep. 2000 more than 28,000 Palestinians have been arrested and detained.

· The IDF & Israel prison service currently hold close to 8,000 Palestinians.

· 2,300 have been charged.

· Some  3,700 are still awaiting trial.

· 1,200 are being held in administrative detention which is renewed regularly.

· There are now altogether approximately 100 Palestinian women political prisoners

Palestinian child detainees

· At least 2,500 children have been arrested & detained since the beginning of the intifada

· Approximately 377 Palestinian children are currently detained

· 31 child detainees suffer diseases

· 78 children are being held under administrative detention

· 80% of detained children were subject to torture

Israel's Assassination Policy

International law prohibits without exception, the extra-judicial killing of protected persons. Israel's policy of assassination clearly amounts to intentional or wilful killing, which constitutes a grave breach of the Fourth Geneva Convention and is subject to international criminal prosecution.


Breakdown of Palestinian and Israeli deaths 

during period of ‘relative calm’  March 14 2004 – August 31 2004

During this ‘lull’ in violence, 361 Palestinians were killed, 71 in extra-judicial assassination attacks including the killings of the two highest ranking Hamas leaders, Abdel Aziz Rantissi and Sheikh Ahmed Yassin.  The deaths of whom Hamas claimed to be revenging with the bombings in Beersheba. At least 26 of the 73 killed in assassinations were not Hamas leaders, they were not Al Aqsa Brigades or associated with any of the groups targeted for resisting the illegal occupation. They were women and children, innocent bystanders.

In May alone Israel’s incursions into the Gaza Strip, including its “Operation Rainbow” killed 75 Palestinians. 
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An estimated 53,000 Palestinians have been injured


2,500 of those are permanently disabled,


10,000 of those were children
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Of the 31 Israelis killed in this five month period, 18 were soldiers and 10 were settlers.





Of the 361 Palestinians killed in this period 45% were civilians


74 were children


16 were women
